Penn Qil Company and operated until ca. 1960. This site is located in
the Wardwell oil field, discovered in I875, which produced from the
Clarendon Stray sand and the Glade sand. Here the Glade sand lies
between 1000 to 1200, and the Clarendon Stray sand slightly
deeper. Each well probably produced an average of less than one
barrel of petroleum per day.
